CHAPLAINõS MESSAGE 
 
 

My Dear Brother Knights, 

The month of October is dedicated to the 
Holy Rosary.  So why is the month of October 
dedicated to the Holy Rosary?  According to an  
account by fifteenth-century Dominican, Alan 
de la Roch, Mary appeared to St. Dominic in 1206 after 
he had been praying and doing severe penances because 
of his lack of success in combating the  
Albigensian heresy.  Mary praised him for his valiant 
fight against the heretics and then gave him the Rosary 
as a mighty weapon, explained its uses and efficacy, and 
told him to preach it to others.   

"Since the prayers of the Rosary come from such 
excellent sources ð from Our Lord Himself, from in-
spired Scripture, and from the Church ð it is not surpris-
ing that the Rosary is so dear to our Blessed Mother and 
so powerful with heaven.  Our Lady of the Rosary is 
credited with victory in a number of the battles that our 
religious feasts celebrate.  Chief among these is the Bat-
tle of Lepanto (October 7, 1571), in which a Christian 
fleet defeated a superior Ottoman Muslim fleet and 
stopped the westward  
expansion of Islam in the Mediterranean.  In honor of the 
victory, Pope Pius V instituted the Feast of Our Lady of 
Victory, which is still celebrated today as the Feast of 
Our Lady of the Rosary (October 7).  And, in 1883, 
when Pope Leo XIII officially dedicated the month of 
October to the Holy Rosary, he made reference to the 
battle and the feast.   

My brother Knights, pray the rosary this month and 
let Our Blessed Virgin Mary guide and protect us 
always.
